To make the birds, glue sheets af hlue
foil gift wrap logether, paper fo paper
Mow, cut bird shapes from the fodl and
cut out & wing by cutting two curved
slits [n the side of vach bird. Bend the
wing-shape out and insert the (o1l needles
of the aluminum tree through openings.

Blue Globes

For really spectacular ornaments, try the
bright, shiny bluc globes shown decorat-
ing this five-foot tree,

The plobes are made of blue Todl gift
wrap. They take a little ime, but the
result is worth !

Here's how:
Cut 18 circles of foil gilt wrap—all the

same aike—lor each globe. Vary the sire
of globe by cutting circles large or small.

Cut a triangle of aardboard. Place ti-
angle on top of cach {oil circle, seore fodl
exposed beyond triangle edges by turn-
ing up, creasing along vides of triangle.

When 18 of these aircles are scored 1o
this manner, begin the globe by pasting



wo circles Logether Bt the acored edge.
Mow, build the globe by gluing folded
edges of elrches tagether to form a globe.

Punch a amall holc in onc of the up-
righi portions af the globe and slip in a
wide-mouthed arnnment hanging hook

Cone Clusters

Anather beawtiful decoration design ix Make the clusters by pluing Alcoa
used for the trec shown here. It is deco= Wrap aluminum foil on the paper side
rated with pink ormaments and green of green foil gift wrap. When dry, eut out
and silver cone clusters. three-inch circles with pinking shears.

Mow. oul inlo the cenler of each circle
and form mto 8 cone, securing with cello-
phane tape. Gather four or five oones
together and pass & thread through the
poinils with ihe aid of a needle. Tie
securely., This makes one decoration,
Repeat the process for sy many addi-
tional decorntions as are needed, Slip an
armament hook through the threads st
poinis of cluster for hanging on the wres.

An cmply coffee can makes a perfiect
cantmingr for komemade candies or
cookies for gift-giving. For a bit of
whimsey, decorute the can to resemble
a tiny hat box, Here's how:

Trace around the lid of the coffec can
wilh pencil on the paper side of foil gil
wrap. Do this twice and cut oot circes.
Cilue to tap and battom of can. Now,
wrap sides of can with another piece of
gift wrap cut 1o the beight of the can,
and gluc in place.

When can is complelely covered, plue
on travel stickers made with erayon on
small pieces of white
of colored construe-
